Q&A

Choosmg Organ Donatlon

Question:
Are Catholics allowed to donate their organs?

Answer:

Yes, Catholics are allowed to donate their organs. In fact,

the Catechism of the Catholic Church praises this practice
when it notes that, “Organ donation after death is a noble

and meritorious act and is to be encouraged as an expres-

sion of generous solidarity” (no. 2296).

The Church has a series of guidelines for health care pro-
viders called The Ethical and Religious Directives for
Catholic Health Services. This document helps us see or-
gan donation as an act of charity, but it also reminds us
that we have to be sure that donations of organs by living
donors do not “sacrifice or seriously impair any essential
bodily function and the anticipated benefit to the recipient
is proportionate to the harm to the donor” (no. 30); trained
medical professionals can help to make this assessment. In
the case of organ donation at the end of life, we must be
sure of the intentions of the donor or of their proxy are
always respected, and that the dignity of the human body
is always respected.

In the end, we can look to Pope Saint John Paul II and his
encyclical Evangelium Vitae, where he noted that organ
donation is a beautiful act of expressing the culture of life,
when “performed in an ethically acceptable manner, with a
view to offering a chance of health or even of life itself to
the sick who sometimes have no other hope” (no. 86).

RCIA — When Your Faith Journey
Needs a Guide

| hﬁ\’e colled 1 you’ve ever been lost in a forest —
you bg name even for a short while — you know how
disorienting it can be. Do I go left or
right? Is that a trail I should take, or did I
already try that one? Is that sound some-
thing I should walk towards, or hurry away from? What
you’d really like is for someone to find you and show you
the way home.
In some ways, a faith journey can be just as disorienting: Is
this the way I get closer to Jesus? I feel God calling me, but
I’m not sure how to respond. I think I might fit into that
community, but how can I be sure?
If you feel that way about our Catholic faith community,
we’ve got people to help you find your way — our RCIA
Team. RCIA is a process through which a person interested
in possibly becoming a Catholic gets help in making that
decision.
The initials mean “Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults,”
but it involves more than just ceremonies (rites). First,
there’s a period for inquirers to ask whatever questions they
have, for as long as they want. No “you’ll have 3 Q&A ses-
sions, then we’ll move on.” You don’t move on until you’re
ready to move on.
An unbaptized person who wants to continue in the process
would become a catechumen, spending at least a year re-
flecting with Team Members on each week’s Sunday scrip-
tural readings. A person already baptized in another Chris-
tian community usually spends a much shorter preparation
time, depending on previous religious training,.
Whatever path you’ve taken to arrive at our community, the
RCIA Team will help you find your way forward. Call the
parish office (603-267-8174) with your phone number and e
-mail address, and a Team Member will contact you to start
guiding you out of your spiritual forest.

GOSPEL MEDITATION
ENCOURAGE DEEPER
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

It’s all about reconciliation and conversion, not punishment.
Relationships are not static adventures but wonderful gifts
that continue to develop, grow, change, and mature. We are
meant to be social beings, so isolating ourselves from others
is rarely helpful. But, because human beings are on the one
hand tremendously gifted, talented, and blessed creations,
they are on the other also flawed, broken, and sinful. We all
need to humbly admit that we are works in progress and not
only capable of enriching each other’s lives but causing
deep hurts and wounds as well. Hence, we always need to
be reconciled. We are always growing, changing, and ex-
panding our knowledge of who we are and how we are
meant to share life together.

Because reconciliation and conversion are always part of
the mix of life, honesty is crucial. Without honesty, we can
easily find ourselves living a lie and causing more harm
than good. Being able to freely share our feelings, especial-
ly those involving pain and hurt, is a charism necessary to
pursue and an art to learn. When we are wronged or wrong
someone else, we do not enjoy the confrontation that can
and needs to come. We are taught to keep our feelings to
ourselves, especially when they are negative, and we tend to
avoid difficult conversations. Hence, we never really learn
how to confront another, successfully resolve conflict, find
reconciliation, and welcome conversion. When we hurt or
wrong someone, it does not mean that we are a bad or sinful
person who deserves only punishment and excommunica-
tion. Quite the opposite! We are simply a human person
who can make poor choices and sin and can be forgiven.
We can restore and deepen the relationship that has been
affected and find our way home again.

Jesus clearly wants to avoid shame because it has no pur-
pose in achieving reconciliation and conversion. All broken
relationships deserve a chance at reconciliation. Every per-
son has room for growth and a need for conversion. We
have to learn to be okay with honesty and not be afraid to
hear and process what someone needs to say, even if it is
difficult for us to hear. Severing a relationship, both person-
ally or with the church community as a whole, ought to def-
initely be a last resort and only pursued when all else has
failed. ©OLPi
